Clean 
finished surfaces with a soft, lint-
free cloth. Clean acrylic difffuser 
with a soft lint-free cloth and soap 
and water if necessary.

Never exceed 
the recommended wattage, 
as doing so may damage the 
luminaire or cause a fire.

WARNING

The luminaire must be installed 
by a qualified electrician in a 
dry indoor location. 

Failure to meet any or all of 
these criteria will not only 
damage the luminaire, but will 
void both the warranty and all 
of its certifications.  

Always ensure circuit breaker 
is off prior to making electrical 
connections.

A low voltage Class 2 constant current LED 
driver is required to operate the luminaire.

It is recommended that two people install the 
Iris Ceiling/Wall; one to gently support the 
luminaire while the other makes the electrical 
and mechanical connections to the surface.
